We klva Pa rkway Completing Centgl Florida’s Beltway

The Wekiva Parkway (State Road 429) is a cooperative effort between several Central Florida state agencies and the

Florida's Turnpike Enterprise. The Wekiva Parkway (SR 429) would connect to SR 417, completing the beltway around

Central Florida, while helping to protect the natural resources surrounding the Wekiva River.

The project includes: =/

e Widening seven (7) miles of SR 46 in Lake and Seminole counties

e Rebuilding the US 441/SR 46 interchange in Mount Dora

e Shifting the CR 46A connection to SR 46 so wildlife can move more
safely between habitats

e Providing non-tolled, one-lane service roads parallel to the parkway in
part of east Lake and Seminole counties

e Building a 10-mile, multi-use trail along portions of the parkway in
east Lake and Seminole counties providing property access and an
option for local trips

DID YOU KNOW?

The Specialized Development Program (SDP) was created in 2012. lts purpose is to assist prime contractors in their
DBE subcontractor search who can perform work on major roadway and bridge projects. SDP has assisted 18 prime
contractors on over 35 projects, exceeding $5 billion in contract dollars. The program has assisted DBE contractors
who have received over $360 million in contract dollars.
